• To hold cooperation meetings with all teachers and administrators. 

• To ensure continuous flow of information with classroom teachers and advisor teachers. 

• To conduct orientation (introduction and adaptation) studies for students and teachers who 
have just started school. 

• To ensure the implementation and evaluation of techniques aimed at getting to know the 
student. 

• To conduct individual or group counseling with students. 

• To follow up on the student in cooperation with the family. 

• To conduct Vocational Guidance studies to help students identify their own characteristics 
(interests, talents, personal characteristics) and professions. 

• To organize seminars for students to develop efficient studying, communication skills, 

exam anxiety and social skills. 

• To provide in-service training for teachers. 

• To monitor student success-failure and carry out studies for students (group and individual 

counselling) and parents accordingly. 

• To organize seminars, conferences and briefing meetings in line with the needs of parents 
and students.
